Our Learning

Year 3 This week in Maths we are learning how to add
numbers mentally. We will be using mental strategies and
numicon to help create pictures in our head. In English we
are learning about the features of a diary and then writing
our own diary of the ‘Stone Age Boy'. In Topic, we are
starting our R.E topic about Holi the Hindu festival of
colour.

Next week in Maths we will be answering N-rich problem
solving activities. Next week in English we will be editing
and improving our hot writes. In Topic, we will be going on
our trip to Stonehenge next Tuesday! We are so excited.

Year 4 This week, we have been learning how to divide
numbers using a number line or written method.

Year 5 In literacy this week we have been writing our
discursive texts about whether aliens exist. Next week we
will be publishing our work.

In maths this week we have been learning to add and
subtract fractions with different denominators.
